Dress code 

 Grey trousers or skirt 

 Grey pinafore dress 

 White shirt, blouse or polo shirt 

 Red jumper /cardigan, with school crest 

 Black shoes – no boots, trainers or pumps 

 Plain red/grey/black headscarf (Muslim girls.) Scarves covering the face will not be 
permitted. 

 Red School book bag 

 White, grey, red, black socks/tights- no stripy or patterned tights/socks with skirts 
and dresses.

 Plain Black shorts – (no logos) 

 White round neck t-shirt  

 Black pumps 

 One piece swimming costume (girls KS2) 

 Swimming trunks (no knee length shorts) (boys KS2) 

 Trainers for outdoor PE  & Games 

 Long hair tied back 

 School Sports Hoodie 

 Plain Black tracksuit bottoms (no logos) 
 
Jewellery 

 A small pair of stud earrings and a watch (for those children who can tell the time) 
are the only acceptable items of jewellery.  

 
Hair 

 Long hair must be tied back for PE lessons. Mohicans, coloured extensions, tramlines 
and patterned hair will not be permitted.
